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The 21st Century Community Learning Center’s After School Program is funded by the Bureau of Indian Education through funds available under the No Child Left Behind Act, Title IV, Part B. The Shoshone-Bannock Tribes obtained the original grant in 2002 and the Shoshone-Bannock Jr./Sr. High School has operated it continuously since then.

The primary purpose of the 21st Century After School Program is to offer students a broad array of services, programs, and activities after school designed to reinforce and complement the regular academic program of participating students.

The grant has four components aimed at assisting students in advancing their academic achievements:  Math, Reading, Writing and Health; in all these areas the grant states the students will master skills appropriate for their grade level by the end of the year. All student academic performances in these areas are measured by the results of testing using the Idaho Standards Achievement Tests (ISAT), Northwest Evaluation Association placement testing, Star Math, and Star Reading.
 
In addition to emphasis on academic achievement, students are encouraged to participate in enrichment activities, cultural awareness and health-related activities on the Fort Hall Reservation, in University settings, museums, etc., and to recreational activities otherwise not available.

In addition to the 21st Century After School Coordinator, teachers and paraprofessionals are utilized to provide for a well-rounded, academic-focused teaching staff.

After School is open Monday through Thursday at 3:30 to 5:30 p.m. Home transportation is provided at 5:30 p.m.
