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The Healthy Empowered Youth (H.E.Y.) Project works to empower youth to create health 

related messages for peers and community members.  The youth involved in our project/class 

develop skills in filmmaking, photography and other media as they address topics from the Native 

STAND (Students Against Negative Decisions) curriculum.  The Native STAND curriculum addresses 

health topics with a strong focus of prevention of the following topics: teen pregnancy, sexually 

transmitted infection, HIV/AIDS, substance abuse, and intimate partner violence.  

The H.E.Y. Project invites students in 6th- 12th grade to enroll in the classes offered at 

Shoshone-Bannock Junior/Senior High School. The following are the areas we strive to help 

students: academic enrichment, life skills development, personal development and wellness, 

cultural awareness and career development.  We work with other tribal programs (with similar 

goals) to provide additional opportunities for students.  The Project is funded funding by the 

Department of Health and Human Services’ Office of Minority Health
